MINUTES OF SPECIAL MEETING
September 6, 2005

The special session meeting of the Board of Aldermen of the City of Republic,
Greene County, Missouri, was called to order by Mayor Collins at 7:00 p.m. at
City Hall. Aldermen in attendance were: Garry Wilson, Steve Ward, Gerry Pool,
O.K. Armstrong Jr., Josh Morris, Keith Roberts, Dennis Robbins, Brian Buckner,
and Jim Huntsinger. Aldermen Absent: Don Murray. Others in attendance
were: City Administrator Dean P. Thompson, City Clerk Beth Anne West, and
Community Planner Wally Schrock. Planning and Zoning Commission
Members in attendance: Ransom Ellis III, Brent Stevens, Stan Heimer, Jeff
Rosseler, and John Denney. Citizens in attendance: Trent Cooper, Linda Collins
and Betty North.

OPENING PRAYER: Mayor Collins recited a prayef.

SALUTE TO THE FLAG: The Pledge of Alleglance was led by Mayor Collins.

DISCUSSION OF PROPOSED LAND USE' PLAN: Commuruty Planner Wally
Schrock thanked everyone for attending this meeting to review the proposed
Land Use Plan. Mr. Schrock explained that 'this proposed plan would come
before both the Planning and Zoning Commission and the Board of Aldermen
for approval in the near future. Mr. Schrock provided a short presentation on the
proposed Land Use Plan for the Planning and Zoning Commission members,
Board of Aldermen members, and citizens. Mr. Schrock explained each of the
maps on display. Mr. Schrock stated that this plan would encompass the long-
range growth and provide a development plan for the City in order to guide the
decision making process for the highest and best use for each particular property
for a well-balanced community. Mr. Schrock stated that he used past citizen
survey results, visioning meetings held by the city, and a recent open house to
produce the proposed plan. Mr. Schrock stated that the top 5 issues brought
forth from the Visioning Meetings were as follows: new restaurants/new
businesses; more entertainment; improvements to Elm Street; an Industrial Park;
and street repairs. Mr. Schrock mentioned the top land use issues which
included the following items: Business Development and retention; housing
development (supply vs. demand); urban design and creating quality places;
public services and utilities (meeting current needs); utilization and preservation
of natural resources and historic areas. Mr. Schrock provided the audience with
a breakdown for the existing uses within the City of Republic. Mr. Schrock noted
that the current Urban Service Boundary would need to be altered due to the
consolidation of Brookline and that this agreement would need to be entered into
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
